Employees
Any absence from work on a long term basis as a result of illness or accident 
can be a stressful period, particularly if your income is affected. We have 
prepared this summary to help you better understand the steps involved in 
making a disability claim, and what happens after you submit the claim.

How do I qualify for LTD benefits?
You are considered to be totally disabled if you are unable, as a result of illness or injury, to perform either:

a) the whole duties of your regular occupation, or

b) �any occupation for which you are or may reasonably become qualified based on your training, education and/or 
experience.

Your definition of disability can be found in your employee booklet. No benefits are payable for partial disabilities.
